Division Definitions for Skyline Performance Shows: 
 

WALK-TROT: Riders age 12 or under as Jan. 1st of current year—May NOT cross enter 

ADULT WALK-TROT: Riders age 13 or over who have not cantered in competition —
May NOT cross enter. 

NOVICE: RIDERS in their 1st or 2nd year of showing at the canter and did not win Grand 
Champion in their first year. May show Open or Youth if qualifications are met. 

YOUTH: Riders age 18 or under as of Jan. 1st of current year. May show Open or Novice 
if qualifications are met. 

OPEN: No qualifications. 

GREEN HORSE WALK-TROT: Open to any age horse that has never cantered in 
competition. 

JR.HORSE: Open to any horse that is 5 yrs or younger. Can be ridden in snaffle or 
regular bit BUT must be ridden the entire day in which ever bit they use.
